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SOUTH CAROLINA CDBG MONITORING SUMMARY

Title I of the Housing and Community Development Act of 1974, as amended, requires that the State make reviews and audits of the CDBG Program Grantees to determine whether they have satisfied the following performance criteria:   

(1)
Approved activities are carried out in a timely manner;   

(2)
Activities and certifications are conducted in accordance with the objectives and requirements of Title I and other applicable laws; and   

(3)
Grantees show a continuing capacity to carry out approved activities in a timely manner.

To comply with the above requirements of Title I, Grants Administration will conduct one or more monitoring and technical assistance visits of each Grantee during the project period.  The visit will include a review of the following marked program areas:

Program Progress - to determine if activities are proceeding in a timely manner.

Program Benefit - to determine if activities are providing the level of benefit to persons and low and moderate income persons as outlined in the approved application.

Environmental - a review of the Environmental Review Record to assure required procedures were followed.

Procurement - a review of compliance with Federal and State bidding and contract compliance requirements.

Relocation - a review of the required records to determine grantee compliance with the Uniform Act and any local policies.

Property Acquisition - to determine if procedures required by the State and the Uniform Act are being followed.

Fair Housing and Equal Opportunity, Section 504 and Section 3 - to assure compliance with State recordkeeping requirements and applicable Federal laws.

Financial Management - to determine if records are maintained in compliance with 24 CFR Part 85, A-87 and other State requirements.

Certifications - to determine if the grantee is complying with the certifications required by the State.

Program Management - to assure the continuing capacity of the grantee to properly administer the approved CDBG funds.

Program Income - to assure that records and expenditures comply with Federal and State requirements.
Grants Managers and/or Compliance Specialists will conduct the monitoring visits utilizing the State's CDBG monitoring checklists.  Each visit will consist of an entry conference, a review of project records and documentation, a review of the project area and an exit interview.  The visit will be followed up by written notification of the results of the monitoring within approximately 30 days.
