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INTERGOVERNMENTAL AGREEMENT

FOR

COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT BLOCK GRANT PROJECT

The AGREEMENT, made the __________ day of __________, 20_____, by and among the following: Unit of Local Government 1, Unit of Local Government 2, Unit of Local Government 3 , and Unit of Local Government 4 (each a Party, collectively the Parties). 

RECITALS 

WHEREAS, the parties to the Agreement have the authority pursuant to the South Carolina Home Rule Act, to enter into intergovernmental agreements for the purpose of jointly providing any service or performing any function which they can perform individually, but which would be more efficient and effective if performed jointly; and

WHEREAS, the parties to this Agreement desire to cooperate in developing and implementing a Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) project, the purpose of which is to PROJECT DESCRIPTION (the Project).

NOW, THEREFORE, the parties hereby mutually agree as follows:

1.	Lead Entity:	Unit of Local Government 1 agrees to act as the lead entity in developing and implementing, or causing to be developed and implemented, the proposed CDBG project.
2.   Responsibilities: 
	Lead Entity. In its capacity as lead entity, Unit of Local Government 1 shall be the lead applicant to the South Carolina Department of Commerce (the State) for CDBG funding. If its application is selected for funding, the lead applicant agrees to act as the grantee and shall be fully and solely responsible to the other parties to this Agreement for compliance with all requirements of the CDBG program (including, but not limited to: financial management, environmental review, civil rights, recordkeeping, and reporting) and for the execution of the grant contract with the State. 
	All Parties. Each party to this Agreement shall be individually responsible for compliance with the following requirements of the CDBG program:
a) The development and presentation, for public review and comment, of a written Citizen Participation Plan (CP Plan); and
b) Identification of the jurisdiction’s housing and community development needs, in accordance with the requirements of the jurisdiction’s CP Plan; and
c) Development of a residential anti-displacement plan; and
d) Each party shall provide documentation to Unit of Local Government 1   demonstrating its compliance with the requirements specified in this Paragraph 3 and Unit of Local Government 1 shall retain such documentation and other required records until notified by the State.

3. Term. This Agreement shall remain in effect for so long as the parties to this Agreement are pursuing CDBG funding for the Project or, should the Project receive funding, during the term defined in the applicable Grant Award Agreement for the Project. Any Party to this Agreement may, however, terminate its participation in this Agreement 60 days after providing written notice of such termination to the other Parties.  This Agreement may be terminated at any time upon written agreement of all Parties unless a grant contract is in effect with the State, in which case the State must approve such termination and arrangements for completing this project prior to termination of this Agreement. 
4. Amendments. The terms of this Agreement may be modified or changed at any time by agreement of all parties to this Agreement.
5. Subrecipient Agreements. Unit of Local Government 1 may contract with a third party to carry out the responsibilities assumed under this Agreement and its grant contract with the State. Any such Subrecipient Agreement must be approved by the State prior to execution. 
6. Counterparts. This Agreement may be executed in multiple counterparts, each of which shall be deemed an original.
